Guidelines given before-hand to fellows concerning format of presentations (Background, Aim, Methods, Results, Conclusion: 5-12 slides)

All abstracts send out to participants before ETFW.

2 fellows chosen at each presentation to start off discussion together with the chairman

Discussion based on: 
1. What was the message of the presentation?



2. Was the conclusion correctly based on the results?



3. Was the presentation well done and clear?



4. Any unnecessary or unclear slides?



5. Clinical or experimental relevance of the results.

Interactive presentations based on cases: 

1. Donor management and donor selection:

Hemodynamic changes in brain death donors. What is still acceptable? Contraindications for donation: do they still exist?

2. Clinical problems in kidney transplantation

DGF. Urological complications. Vascular complications. Lymphocele. Acute and chronic rejection, CNI nephrotoxicity, Recurrent disease.

3. Infectious complications after organ transplantation:

Viral, bacterial and fungal infections. Clinical presentations. Treatment options. Effect on outcome

4. Clinical problems in thoracic transplantation

Surgical complications. Acute rejection. Graft dysfunction early and late, Bronchiolitis obliterans syndrome.

5. Clinical problems in liver transplantation

Hepatic artery thrombosis. Biliary complications. Acute rejection. Graft dysfunction early and late
